WIND GENERATION CERTIFICATION



The Wind Generation Certification will be broken up into 3 modules.  To receive the certification all 3 modules will have to be taken within 1 year’s time. The IBEW may be having a separate book system for the wind industry manpower and will use this certification.  

MODULE 1
16 HOURS:   YOU MUST QUALIFY TO TAKE THIS CLASS BY COMPLETING THE TOWER CLIMB 


AT THE START OF CLASS.  This will consist of climbing 3 times up and down under 9 minutes with 



approximately 5lbs of weight added on each the second and 3rd climb.  The climb is 52 feet to the upper deck.  The 


module covers fall protection, hand signals, rigging practices and knots, Switchyard Safety, Battery Testing and 


Grounding.  The competent climber part of this course will be the proper selection and use of climbing equipment 


and qualification by climbing in the training tower

16 HOURS:  Medium Voltage Cable Splicing and Testing
